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 From the Vicar… 
Dear friends, 
Firstly, I announced last Sunday that with the departure of Father Simon at the end of 
September we will have a new curate joining us on 24 November. His name is Mr Robert 
Jamieson. Robert will be ordained a Deacon on 23 November and will be with us for 2 
years. I will get Robert to write up a short introduction in the next few weeks to be   
circulated. In regards to Father Simon’s departure, his last service will be the 5pm Mass 
for Michaelmas. So please do come along and offer him your farewell as well as         
celebrate that important service in the life of the parish.  
The past few weeks I have been writing about different aspects of faith and practice 
from a Catholic Anglican perspective. This week we will discuss the role of the altar in 
our worship and church buildings. The earliest Christian altars were of wood, and      
identical in form with the ordinary house tables. However, most scholars agree that by 
the 3rd century AD, the table on which the Eucharist was celebrated was regarded as 
an altar. Wooden altars such as the one found here at St Michael’s were in use even up 
to the Middle Ages. The earliest stone altars were in fact the tombs of the martyrs    
interred in the Roman Catacombs. The practice of celebrating Mass on the tombs of 
martyrs can be traced with a large degree of probability to the first quarter of the      
second century. Moving out of the catacombs relics of martyrs were then placed inside 
the stone altars. The custom of kissing the altar derives from this acknowledgment of 
not just the sanctity of the altar but also the relic of the martyr contained within.     
Probably, the custom itself was suggested by the message in Revelation 6:9 ‘When he 
opened the fifth seal, I saw under the altar the souls of those who had been slaughtered 
for the word of God and for the testimony they had given.’ As the church grew and    
became more established altars made of stone were preferred for their permanency. 
The altar is treated with special reverence indicated by our bowing before it when     
entering the sanctuary. Genuflection is only done when the Blessed Sacrament is       
reserved in the sanctuary as it is at St Michael’s in the Wakahuia. Traditionally altars 
were fixed to the east of the building such as our high altar is in the lady chapel. The 
Mass was therefore predominantly celebrated with the priest facing east towards the 
direction of the rising sun and therefore the resurrection. With the liturgical reforms of 
the 20th century the altars were often moved out to the centre of the sanctuary and 
Mass celebrated versus populum (towards the people). The altar is the place where the 
offering of the Eucharist is made as it has been for millennia.
